MECHANISM FOR RAISING GRIEVANCES /COMPLAINTS BY

The prisoners can express their grievances to the Superintendent of
Prisons during the weekly inspection. For that purpose separate register shall
be maintained in the Remission section. In addition to this [they can express
their grievance and submit complaint to the visiting District and Sessions
Judge and other official visitors. They can also post their complaint through the
complaint boxes kept in important places, which will be opened by the District
and Sessions Judge, once in a month and action will be taken. v
